Dual Degree Programs

Dual degree programs with other institutions. The dual degree programs
listed above lead to two University degrees; in other programs, students
pursue degrees from the University and from another school at the
same time. A dual degree program in business administration allows

students to pursue a Master of Business Administration degree from the
University and the degree of Master of Administration from Tecnológico
de Monterrey-Campus Sante Fe. A dual degree program between
the University’s School of Social Work and the Austin Presbyterian
Theological Seminary allows students to earn the Master of Science
in Social Work from the University and the Master of Divinity from the
seminary simultaneously. The University's LBJ School of Public Affairs
offers dual degree programs with the University of Texas Health Science
Center at Houston School of Public Health leading to the Master of
Public Affairs or the Master of Global Policy Studies from the University
and the Master of Public Health from the center. The University’s School
of Social Work also offers a dual degree program with the University of
Texas Health Science Center at Houston School of Public Health leading
to the Master of Science in Social Work from the University and the
Master of Public Health from the center.

Integrated Degree Programs
Integrated degree programs enable students to earn a bachelor’s
and master’s degree in a single continuous degree plan. Through the
application of course waivers to common course requirements and
the reservation of coursework for graduate credit, integrated degree
programs are designed to be completed in less time and at a lower
cost than is required to complete the two associated degree programs
independently. Integrated degree program arrangements are designed
to support the University’s student success goals, and they are attentive
to timely undergraduate degree conferral. Students enrolled in an
integrated degree program are expected to complete requirements for
the bachelor’s degree within four years as a milestone toward earning
the master’s degree. Degree candidates must be registered during the
semester in which a degree is to be awarded.  Integrated degree students
who are ineligible to receive the bachelor’s degree at the end of four
years must apply for the degree as soon as they are eligible and no later
than the date specified in the official academic calendar.
